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A wealthy Roman was called a patrician. 
They lived in a large house in the countryside called a villa.
A villa had paintings on the walls and mosaics on the floor.
The hallway was called an atrium
An impluvium was a small pool that kept the house cool during the summer.
A peristyle was the garden.
Rich Romans ate a large dinner called cena in their villa.
Different types of fruit, vegetables and meat were served.
Stuffed mice were seen as a delicacy.
A sauce called garum was poured over the food to hide the bad taste.
When a person was full from eating they went to the vomitorium.
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How Poor Romans Lived (Housing)

Poorer Romans lived in the city.
They lived in wooden buildings, usually 4 or 5 storeys tall called insulae.
They had no indoor toilets and they had to carry buckets of water up many flights of stairs. 
The higher you went up the lower the rent. 
They were not allowed to cook in these buildings in case they started a fire.
Instead of cooking they had to get their food from takeaway shops called thermopolia everyday.
These shops were on the bottom floor of the wooden buildings.
The poorer romans usually ate bread that looked like pizza
If people could not afford to buy food they were given bread called dole
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
