Dear Parents/Guardians,

You will see that some of the readings are differentiated. This means that you may see  3 readings under the one topic. That is because they are graded from easy to difficult. The star at the bottom page of the reading will let you know. Let the boys read the one that suits their level the best . 

We had just finished reading Roald Dahl’s The Twits in class before we had to close so I’ve included some nice things on that, that the boys may enjoy working on. 

The boys also took home their Maths and English books on the last day of school with work written into their homework journal. If it suits you better to work away on just the books , that is completely fine. Work on past what I had outlined if you would prefer to do that!

Ideally, the work that I have put together in this folder should be printed off. If this isn't possible, the boys can write their answers into a blank/ spare copy that they can use for the duration of this school closure and bring it back into school to me on return.
