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Romans went to the Colosseum to watch fights between gladiators.
Gladiators were usually slaves. 
They belonged to men who managed the fights.
The emperor sometimes made the decision if a gladiator lived or died.
A successful gladiator could win his freedom and retire as a wealthy man.

They also went to the Circus Maximus to watch chariot races.
Four teams usually competed in a race
The teams wore different colours (red, green, blue and white) and people cheered for their favourite teams.
Crashed were common and people and horses were often killed.
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The Romans also went to public baths.
Men and women bathed separately
A Caldarium was a hot room that had a tub with very hot water in which you could sit.
The frigidarium was a cold room with a refreshing cool pool.
At the public baths people chatted to their friends and relaxed.
They also rubbed oil onto themselves.
They then scraped this oil off their body with branches from a tree.
