Read this piece on Plebeian Housing and answer the questions that follow. 
Poorer Roman citizens, or Plebeians, lived in apartments or flats often above shops. Entire families would share one room. 
        These apartments were known as "Insulae". They were often three or more floors high. There was shops or workshops on the ground floors. The higher floors were only made of wood and there was always a serious risk of fire and collapse. 
       Light came from the open windows of the Insulae which had no glass in them. Water would be brought in from outside and residents would have to go out to public toilets as there was no toilets inside.  
Many poorer Roman families had no cooking facilities and had to buy cooked food from a shop. Some families cooked on wood burning stoves.
        The wealthy Roman Landlords, who owned the insulae, would try to keep the Insulae full of tenants to make a lot of money. 
Many of the plebeians in these buildings would have to take their waste and sewage to a dump or just throw it from a window into the street. 
        Fire, in these wooden buildings was a major risk, and the city, had several fire brigades.
